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Carroll County lies 56 miles north of Washington,
D.C. and 30 miles northwest of Baltimore.
Encompassing 452 square miles, it is one of the
seven jurisdictions of the Baltimore metropolitan
area. Until recently, farming was one of economic
mainstays. Today, while farming remains important,
commercial and industrial activities have gained in
economic importance. The largest business clusters
are located in the eastern and southern part of the
County. The County is growing rapidly, mainly due
to its reasonably affordable housing.

The County's 4,660 businesses employ 46,300
workers; 64 of these have 100 or more workers.
Major employers include EVAPCO, General
Dynamics Robotic Systems, Flowserve, Random
House, Marada Industries, Knorr Brake, Lehigh
Cement, English American Tailoring, Solo Cup
Company, Inc., and Northrop Grumman.
