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Frederick County is Maryland's largest County in
size at 663 square miles. Frederick City, the
County's seat, is 47 miles west of Baltimore and 43

miles northwest of Washington D.C.

The County's 5,670 businesses employ 77,500
workers; an estimated 133 firms have 100 or more
workers. Manufacturing accounts for 7.1% of total
employment. Major employers include Cambrex
Bio science, Fort Detrick, State Farm Insurance,
Bechtel Power, CitiMortgage, BP Solar, and
MedImmune. Frederick County is also Maryland's
largest dairy producer, providing one-third of the

State's milk production.
